Reopening of the Beauty, Spa and Wellness Industry

My name is [x], I am a local constituent and I [work/own/operate x business/am a self-employed x]. I am writing to seek your support in ensuring the long-term health of the beauty, aesthetics, spa and wellbeing industry as its future remains at risk due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

I would be grateful if you would write to the Prime Minister to ask him to support the industry during the reopening phase and to: 

1. Set out a timeline for resuming face treatments
2. Provide further financial support for the industry
3. Bring forward an economic stimulus package for the sector

The industry contributes over £30bn to the UK economy, employing over 370,000 people, predominately women, across 49,371 businesses, and our businesses are the beating heart of the UK’s high streets up and down the country.

While I and others in the industry were delighted by the announcement that beauty, spa and wellbeing services can finally open their doors from Monday, it is concerning that no timeline has been given for when face treatments can resume. While some beauty services are still forced to offer limited treatment menus and others remain closed as a result, the wind down of the furlough scheme is fast approaching. 

For business and individuals in our industry for whom face treatments is a central part of their business, they risk being left with a reduced income or even no cash flow, alongside rapidly reducing financial support from the Government. 

If urgent action is not taken many businesses across the country, including my own and many others in [constituency] will be forced to close and many people will face unemployment. 

The Government must provide urgent clarity on when these services will be allowed to restart their operations. It must also provide a further financial support for the industry in recognition that it has had to remain closed much longer than other industries and is still far from being open in full. 

The extended uncertainty around when beauty, spa and wellness business can reopen, which continues for many, has caused heightened anxiety on the long-term future of our sector and the thousands of jobs it supports. This is not a laughing matter.

I would also welcome a meeting with you at the earliest opportunity to discuss my concerns. I look forward to hearing from you.
